Training in Religion in the Bulgarian Universities.
Higher education in Religion in Bulgaria is mainly focused in
the state universities (the Sofia University, the Tarnovo
University and the Shumen University), where Theology has
been accredited. The curricula in these are based on the
Orthodox Christianity and teachings in other religions and
denominations is supplementary and comprehensive.

In other higher religion schools - the Higher Islamic
Institute, the Higher Institute of Evangelical Theology, the St.
Trivelius Institute, in accordance with the Religious Denomina-
tion Act (2002), the Muslim and Protestant Denomination teach
mono-confessionally; in their curricula knowledge of their
own religious systems prevail.

Religious knowledge is also taught in some specialties
(History, Sociology, Philosophy, etc.) of state secular univer-
sities in BA programs and in different MA programs?.

(http:/ /www. naps.bg).
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On the whole, religious education at higher schools in
Bulgaria is mono-confessioal with no serious attempts to
represent the religious diversity, but the religious pedagogy
(respectively the teaching methods) has been orientated
towards training for lecturers in secondary schools?. Training
in religion (teaching knowledge of religion’) in secular univer-
sities, outside the scope of the Teology specialty, is
inconsistent and with no particular teaching methods. It is not
confessional and draws upon the viewpoint of a number of
humanitarian and social sciences (History, Philosophy,
Sociology, Culture Sudies, etc.). It is rarely related to practice
and does not rely on students’ personal religious experience.

Since 2004, the State University of Library Studies and
Information Technologies (SULSIT) had included several courses
in the curriculum of the Information Funds of Cultural Heritage
specialty. The same year marked the start of teaching religious
knowledge. Over time, although secular in nature, an educa-
tional model was developed at the University, which included:
design of curricula for separate subjects with compulsory,
elective and optional status; writing textbooks and teaching
materials; project work related to religious cultural heritage;
establishing a wide network of contacts with related institutions;
hands-on training for students*.

Religious education at the SULSIT is delivered in several
courses (History of Religions, History of Religious Denominations

in Bulgaria, Information Funds of Religious Centers, Holiday
Calendar) and includes students from the following BA Majors:
Cultural Heritage, Information Resources of Tourism, Archival and
Documental Studies, Print Communications, Library Studies and
Bibliography, Library and Information Management, National
Security and Cultural Heritage. Religious knowledge is also
taught in four MA programs: Protection of Cultural Heritage in
Bulgaria, Cultural Tourism, Community Cultural Center Activities
and Religious Cultural Heritage.

Religious education is conducted in a group of courses
focused on the history of religions, the history of religious
communities in Bulgaria, the information centers of religious
centers and the religious holiday calendar. The training aims to
provide students with basic knowledge of religion in its
conceptual and practical expression’, so that students could
develop their self-study skills, form an attitude to the public
expression of the religious, to acquire reflection on religious
differences and understanding of the social significance of
religion and spiritual values.

The chapel of St. Nikolai the Miracleworker at the SULSIT
was founded in 2004. It is governed by a church board and has a
rich library collection. The chapel is the base for extracurricular
religious education. It hosts seminars on History of Religious,
Information Funds of Religious Centers, and Holiday Calendar.

Religious educators at the SULSIT establish and maintain
long-standing contacts with a number of religious institutions
and non-governmental organizations (NGOs), whose
representatives are frequent guest speakers and participate in
various forums. Such are the Holy Synod of the BOC, the Sofia
Theological Seminary, the Rila, Bachkovo and Troyan
stauropegic monasteries, the St. Menas Orthodox monastery, the
Faculty of Theology at the Sofia University, the Catholic

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Apostolic Exarchate, the Order of the Sisters of the Eucharist,
the St. Joseph Catholic Cathedral, the Pontifical Nunciature,
many Protestant churches, the Grand Mulfti, the Banya Bashi
Mosque, the Central Sofia Synagogue, the Jewish History
Museum, the Shalom Organization of the Jews in Bulgaria, the
Armenian Apostolic Church, the Universal White Brotherhood
Society, etc.

Of particular importance in the process of teaching
religion are the textbooks and teaching materials written for
specific subjects. They follow the latest developments in the
teaching methods of religion, focusing on applied knowledge,
and on the formation of students’ competences, skills and
attitudes. Textbooks, published by the Za bukvite - O pismeneh
Academic Publishing House, combine text, audio and visual
material and are not a random collection of texts, but an
integral whole of lectures, additional readings, questions,
tasks, conceptual apparatus and illustrations.

The textbook History of Religious Denominatins in Bulgaria
(2009) includes lectures, exercises, textbooks and a CD
containing images, diagrams, music and videos. The lecture
part deals with the history of the major religious communities
in our country (Orthodox, Catholic, Protestant, Muslim, and
Jews), giving information about the Bible, the Ten
Commandments, Christian sacraments, blessings, fasting,
prayer, religious music. The twelve exercises are related to the
lectures. Sample tests, a selection of documents and a glossary
of terms have been selected and attached to the lecture text.

The Dictionary of Religious Concepts, Terms and Names:
Judaism, Christianity and Islam (2013) is complementary to the
textbook”. There are sections on the three Abrahamic Religions

(Judaism, Christianity and Islam). The dictionary entries
comprise the religious Phenomenology in its whole and the
text is informative.

The Holiday Calendar textbook (2012)8 provides
knowledge on the dogmatics and festive rituality of the
Abrahamic Religions, whose holidays are essential to the
Bulgarian cultural heritage. The Orthodox holidays have been
traced in detail in relation to the traditional religious worship
in the country. Information has been included on national and
international holidays. A role play has been created to
accompany each topic. This game has been tried and tested in
practice aiming to consolidate knowledge.

The textbook on Religious Pluralism (2013)° acquaints
students with current beliefs on the place of religion in the
contemporary world, its connection with cultural identity and
cultural heritage. Its structure comprises six sections where
theoretical issues have been discussed, particular examples
have been given from Europe and America, educational
techniques for practice and diagnostics of students’ knowledge
and skills have been cited, documents and materials have been
selected, articles by leading authors have been included, but
also multimedia presentations, visual materials and fieldwork
photos have been added.

The electronic teaching aid Students’ Digital Archive on
Religious Cultural Heritage (2012-2019) annually includes works
by students and Ph.D. candidates as well as materials from
fieldwork0. This is used for seminar work.

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Religious education at the SULSIT takes many forms.
Auditoriums are preferred, where the focus is on the
Orthodoxy and lectures by visiting experts play a significant
role.!l. Extra-curricular forms of training include workshops,
consultations, colloquiums and conferences. Individual and
collective fieldwork in various religious centers is
represented!2.

In 2009-2019, nine research projects were carried out at
the SULSIT, involving students from the BA, MA and Ph.D.
programs and from several specialties. These projects support
the process of socialization of the religious cultural heritage of
the Orthodox, Catholics, Protestants, Armenians and Muslims
in Bulgaria, and religious tolerance is formed among the
students of the SULSIT. The project work combines different
training methods. Especially useful are the accompanying
student seminars on the Methods for the Study and Socialization
of the Religious Cultural Heritage in the Higher Schools and the
annual round tables, where students present their scientific
papers, hold discussions and arrange student photo
exhibitions.

Teaching methods of religious education in higher
education. The current teaching methods of religion in Bulgaria is
aimed at the pedagogical preparation of the theologians who will
teach the subject Religion - the Christianity and the Islam in the
public high schools?3, in the parish schools and parish centers, in

the Quran courses, etc. forms of school or adult education. This
teaching methods are presented in the curricula of the faculties of
Theology in the Sofia University, the Veliko Tarnovo University
and the Shoumen University, as well as of the above mentioned
higher religious institutes functioning under the Religious
Denomination Act (2002).

There are undisputable contributions to the research on

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theory of upbringing, forms and methods of training in pre-
school, primary and secondary education. They combine the
theoretical perspective with particular teaching methods
developments aimed at confessional training.

Modern teaching methods of Religion are topic of few
publications on General Pedagogy and didactics concerning
the use of innovative teaching methods, the introduction of
principles of multiculturalism and tolerance in teaching, the
use of the best foreign practices, and the modernization of
pedagogical diagnosis. In this scientific field there are
significant studies by Georgi Bizhkov?, Klavdia Sapundjieva?,

In the teaching of Religion, the achievements of private
teaching methods in individual subjects are rarely attracted
(History?¢, Philosophy incl. Ethics?’, Philology?s, Psychology,
Music, Art Studies?® and Civil Education3?), which introduce a

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new paradigm in the teaching of these subjects in the Bulgarian
secondary school, which broke with the totalitarian model of
education in the second half of the 20t century.

In recent years, research in the integrative scientific field,
such as Museum Pedagogy, has also made an important
contribution. The works by Ekaterina Tsekova3, Plamen
Radev, Margarita Terzieva®? and Iglika Mishkova® discuss
successful training models in collaboration with museum
professionals and the museum environment and introduce
leading international good practices.

The review makes it clear that at present no teaching
methods for non-confessional religious education has been
developed in secular higher schools outside the scope of
higher religious schools.

The SULSIT model of religious education, originally
designed for the needs of students in Cultural Heritage major and
tested for 16 years, gives us a good reason to begin developing a
comprehensive methodology for non-confessional religious
education in secular high schools. It is also needed at other
universities where the subjects of History, Philosophy, Cultural
Studies, Psychology, Sociology, Cultural Heritage, Literary Studies,
Library Studies and others are taught and where education in
religious education courses is still realized without a developed
higher education secular education methodology.

Non-denominational religious education is also needed

because of the socio-cultural profile of students in contemporary
Bulgaria. Most of them come from families of atheists, agnostics or
low-religious parents, a product of the atheist regime. They them-
selves are non-believers or have a minimal or no general culture in
the sphere of religion. Few are those who have studied the subject
of religion in secondary schools, they have hardly ever met
Sunday church attendants or communicated with clergy34.

The need to develop a methodology of non-confessional
religious education in the secular high schools is also shared by
several secular and religious experts in Bulgaria®. They are a
minority compared to the adherents of the non-confessional
model of religious education, but they derive their arguments
from the negative 23-year experience of the Bulgarian secular
high school in realizing confessional education in Religion. For a
number of reasons so far it has not had effective results: groups
are not formed, they are small, there is turnover of lecturers,
there are not enough and varied teaching aids®.

The methodology of non-confessional religious education
in secular higher schools is a separate scientific field from the
secondary education teaching methods of Religion. It is aimed at
non-confessional training and is therefore inter-disciplinary;
based on teaching methodologies in History, Philosophy, related
humanities and social sciences. This methodology brings to the
fore the interactive teaching methods, focuses on extracurricular

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training, is based on foreign best practices and on the tried and
tested positive experience in Bulgaria. It emphasizes knowledge
of religion, forming moral values and tolerance for religious
diversity, does not aim at catechism, but emphasizes the educa-
tion of students without pressure on their conscience and their
religious orientation.

This book is provoked by our practice in religious
education, which we offer at the SULSIT. Over the past 16
years, it has included the study, creative thinking and
adaptation of local experiences and foreign best practices;
creating, testing, correcting and implementing a sustainable
learning model; providing the learning process with intrinsic
resources (curricula and syllabi, textbooks and aids, facilities,
institutional and social contacts, etc.)

The original idea to create a monograph has changed
over the course of our work. Currently, the work we bring to
the attention of readers is both a monograph and a textbook.

Based on the current achievements of the teaching
methods of religious education in Bulgaria and abroad, as well
as our empirical experience, we have adopted a methodology
for teaching religion in a so-far undeveloped niche - higher
secular education. It brings to the fore a number of principles
of contemporary pedagogy: lifelong learning, linking learning
by doing and learning with pleasure, interest and
understanding (edutainment). Following the experience of
others, we believe that these trends fit into the modern
educational paradigm of university education in religion.?”

The work reflects our view that the teaching methods of
religious education in higher secular education must combine

Instead of systematically
developing the content of one course in chronology, subjects
and topics, we offer samples of several courses taught at the
SULSIT (History of Religions, History of Religious Denominations
in Bulgaria, Information Funds of Religious Centers, Holiday
Calendar). This collage is dictated by our desire to offer readers
as much and diverse conceptual and technological models as
possible for non-confessional training in religion.

Apart from being a monograph, the current work can be
used as a textbook. It offers methodological ideas that can be
adapted at other secular universities and possibly formal and
non-formal education for children and adults. Our ambition is
that the models offered will be useful for different religious
denominations.

Finally, we would like to express our gratitude to all
colleagues, students, institutional partners and associates who
have sent us critical comments, given us relevant recommen-
dations, and over the years have encouraged, assisted,
corrected, and inspired us in our work.

1.1.1. Lecture

(1) Lecture
Topic: The World of Religion

Problems and context

The lecture is a systematic monologue, an oral presentation
on a specific topic containing new information for the audience.
In structural terms, it consists of an introduction, an exposition
and a conclusion.

The classical-type lecture used in student education is a
consistent presentation of new knowledge. The lecturer has
autonomy and freedom in terms of the content, scope and form
of presenting new knowledge. He/she is a specialist in a specific
tield of knowledge and is able to present his/her own research
findings. The main responsibility of the lecturer is to carefully
prepare and present the lecture.

The World of Religion Lecture is an introduction to the
training course. It provides basic knowledge of basic concepts.
The course content is organized into five points, consistently
presenting new knowledge.

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Aims and objectives

As a result of the lecture, the students should:

— receive knowledge on the nature of religion as a social
phenomenon;

— develop skills for comparing and analysis;

— form their attitude towards the problems as related to
the contemporary world.

3. Comprehensiveness of religion: it must be explained
that religion is a general truth and it is not known whether
societies or peoples ever existed without an obvious worship
of a religious cult.

4. Origin of religion: the multitude of theories and

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1.1.2. Lecture by Guest Speakers

Lecture by guest speakers

Lecture by guest speakers is a method of training
accepted in higher education as an alternative to the classical
academic lecture. It combines the university studies with
practice, realizes the concept of learning by doing, establishes
contacts beyween the host university and a number of state
institutions and NGOs, provides the opportunity for a direct
dialog of students with experts, who can materialize the
concepts of religious cultural heritage. The lecture of guest
specialists can be used when implementing research projects
and when conducting outdoor collective fieldwork.

Guest speakers can be experts in science and practice, reli-
gious and secular persons (philosophers, theologians, anthropo-
logists, historians, priests, pastors, etc.), academic figures and
responsible government officials from various institutions
(ministries, educational inspectorates, etc.); representatives of
various confessions and religious communities.

Visits to guest specialists should be arranged in advance,
follow the intended curriculum, and address issues that are
essential and complement the lecture course. Prior to the
assigned lectures, students may be assigned preliminary
assignments for self-study with literature and their own
research.

The lectures themselves are led by the university
lecturers, who make an introduction on the topic, introduce
the guests and give the floor for questions. Specialists have 20
minutes each for an exposition and 25 minutes for a
discussion. Often guests combine the classic lecture format
with multimedia presentations illustrating their presentation
with images, video and audio resources.



(1) Lecture with multimedia visualization

Topic: Assisted Reproduction and the Attitude
of Religious Communities

Problems and context

The assisted reproductive technologies of today present
a serious moral dilemma for believers and create an intractable
conflict between religion and science. The reason for this is the
belief in all world religions that human life is a creation of the
God and that humans cannot interfere in this process - neither
at conception nor at the destruction (abortion) of the human
embryo. In recent decades, a special branch of knowledge has
emerged - bioethics, which is intended to find a compromise
between the two views.

The lecture aims to introduce students to this aspect of
religious pluralism, which differently addresses the issues in
separate societies: the autonomous will of the individual; the
social framework in which he/she operates (alone in a secular
environment or in accordance with the beliefs and
requirements of his/her non-secular religious community); the
place of state in the process.

Aims and objectives
As a result of the lecture and analysis of visual sources,
students should:

— gain knowledge of assisted reproductive technologies
and their attitude to religious communities;

— develop critical thinking, analyzing and synthesizing skills;

— form their attitude to the problem as part of the
serious social and moral issues of the modern world.

Problems and context

The New Religious Movements (NRM) are a
phenomenon whose scientific study began in Bulgaria in the
early 1990s. Research was initially focused on those religious
(mystical, occult, charismatic, etc.) communities who spread in
the country the earliest and provoked the negative reaction of
society and consequently the research widened its perimeter



with the trend of a comparative analysis. At the moment, there
are many translations of basic works as well as several
collections and monographs of theologians and sociologists
which can be used for a seminar practice.

Seminars include self-study of students in specific texts
and a plan, a lecture by a guest expert in the field and
comments on what was heard and read. Moderators are both
the university lecturer and the guest speaker.

Aims and objectives

As a result of the lecture and the seminar, the students
should:
— acquire knowledge about the spread and
characteristics of the NRM in Bulgaria after 1989;
— develop their skills in reading non-fiction, drawing
up a synopsis and critically analyzing what has been
read.

Target group
3rd grade students 20-23 years of age. A group of 15
students.

The city of Palermo was the capital of the Sicilian
Kingdom in the Middle Ages. Although governed by the
Christians, it pursued a policy of tolerance for Jews and
Muslims living there. This created an interesting example not
only of cohabitation, but also of religious tolerance among
representatives of three religious communities. It was not until
1493 that the Jews were expelled from Sicily*!.

Aims and objectives

(2) Written sources analysis

Topic: The Creed

Problems and context

The Creed is a basic document to the Christian religion
and the Christian Church. It contains the major dogmas of the
Christianity and is the basis for the Christian concept of the
Genesis [creation] and the Eschatology [the end] of the world.
After the creation of the Creed during the First and Second
Ecumenical Council (respectively 325 and 381), it became a
kind of benchmark of faith. Anyone who has swayed from its
dogmas should be considered heretic.

In 1054 one amendment to the Creed called Filioque and
introduced by the Roman Papacy gave rise to the Great Schism
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and the split of the Christian Church into the Roman-Catholic
and the Orthodox denominations.

Aims and objectives

As a result of the document analysis, students should:

— receive knowledge of the Christian dogmas and
Ecumenical Councils;

— develop their historical sources analytic skills and
teamwork abilities.

(3) Analyzing Oral Primary Sources: fairy tales

Topic: Folklore and religion

Problems and context

Often, in the oral epic of the peoples of the world,
different interpretations of religious myths and sacred texts
are encountered#. Folk tales can be analyzed in comparison to
canonical literature, but also from the perspective of religious

ethics.

Aims and objectives

As a result of the analysis of folklore, students should:

— gain knowledge of the oral tradition as a source for
the intangible religious cultural heritage;

— develop their skills in source analysis and teamwork;

— form religious tolerance.

Target group

Students in their 1st-3rd grades; approximately 20-23-year-old.
Work is done with 20 to 30 people. The seminar is suitable for
multi-cultural groups.

Materials from periodicals®

SATAN COMMUNITIES: HUMAN SACRIFICES. Satanists
often gather near the cemetery in Svishtov. They wear black cloaks and
hoods, make sacrifices, eat entrails and drink the blood of slaughtered
animals (mostly cats). A year ago, this information disappeared without
notice, without development. This would not be something to bother if
this was a game of the type ‘let’s be different’. However, if everything is
serious, then we have a problem. Satanists are one of the most
dangerous religious communities since they also offer human sacrifices
in their rituals. The gatherings are every Saturday, and if you don't
attend, you run the risk of being killed. If you want to give up, you will
be killed, but your loved ones will be killed first. If you commit suicide,
some or all of your family will be killed. If you do not obey the rules of
the sect, you will suffer severe punishments. You have to participate in
orgies, mass rapes, sacrifice in the name of Satan animals and ... people.
If you refuse to beat up somebody that the priest has chosen - you will
be beaten up. And most often it is relatives and friends that you beat
up. Thus, you soon end up with no relatives and your only life is the
Satan’s church...

GOD’s CHILDREN: SEX at 8. There is no way you have never
met them. Smiling young people pushing leaflets with weird pictures and
tiny text on their back with the words Love and God of Mouth. The text is
mostly the Bible quotes, but the illustrations are sometimes dauntingly
bold. These are God’s Children (a.k.a. The family of love; The Family). A sect
that started in Bulgaria 9-10 years ago and continues to attract new
members today. The above-described materials are printed in Romania,
where the sect is extremely strong. Most characteristic of the movement is
its views on love and sex. It states that since God is love and Jesus is the
embodiment of God's love for humanity, his followers could show people
God's love by responding to their sexual needs. The Movement's girls
apply a special method of attracting followers (according to some - pure
religious prostitution), called Flirty Fishing.

JEHOVAH’'S WITNESSES: THE QUESTIONABLE REGIS-
TRATION. Before 1944 Jehova’'s Witnesses had associatins in Plovdiv,
but later their registration was removed and they were not present in

Bulgaria until 1989. After the changes, they do not receive registration

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as an official religion. The main arguments are the refusal of the
followers of the sect to do military service and the refusal of blood
transfusions under any circumstances. The Jehovahs, however, turn to
the European Commission for Human Rights in Strasbourg. The
process leads to a friendly agreement - the young people will be on a
lighter regime in the barracks and will not carry a weapon, and on the
issue of blood transfusion the followers will comply with the Bulgarian
legislation. However, many people still consider it controversial to
register this sect. For example, it does not allow the holding of any
public office, which according to some is a serious violation of human
rights.

THE MORMONS: ONLY IF THE PROPHET TELLS ME. Do not
fall in love with a Mormon - unless you are generally in love and it
passes within a few days. Otherwise, you will be faced with the
following dilemma: either turn around and no longer see the object of
your emotions, or change your faith. Mormon boys only marry
Mormon girls. If, however, you enter the Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-day Saints, you will have to give up your coffee, tea, alcohol, not
to mention cigarettes. Most likely, you will tithe the Church and give it
three hours each Sunday. You will also need to wear the so-called holy
lingerie - long pants and something like a t-shirt that is supposed to be
protecting you ... from what? Sin springs to mind. A few years ago, one
of the leaders of the Mormon Church said on American air that during
a fire, the sacred linen helped him survive ... Even if you put up with all
this, you are at risk of sharing your male spouse with several other
women.

WORD OF LIFE: FAITH AS A DICO CLUB. EVANGELISTIC
PRIESTS THINK OF THEMSELVES AS MIRACLE WORKERS,
POVERTY COMES FROM SATAN. How many of you are happy that God
loves you, shouts in the early morning priest Ivan Hazarbasanov to the
half-empty hall. All the audience shout together and in a well-worked
out rhythm with an American accent Hallelujah! The decor is eclectic - a
wooden cross, the Bulgarian flag, a video screen and musical instruments. The
action comes about at the St. St. Cyril and Methodius Cultural
Community Center (Chitalishte) on the Vazrazhdane Blvd. in the
capital. The Chitalishte in Krasna Polyana for almost a year has hosted
the Christian Center - Sofia, whose real name is the well-known Word
of Life. At 11 o'clock in the morning the party is at full swing - a
whirlwind of crazy dance on MTV clips, the band hits rock songs with
religious lyrics. About 50 mostly young people dance and sing in joyful
rapture. You are not accidentally on this earth this morning and God has a
destiny for you. Raise your hand and say, "I'm here, God”!, yells the priest. The




congregation duly obeys the order. The topic of today’s mass is What
would jesus do if he were you. The answer is: pray and you will know! Let’s
applaud Jesus, the pastor repeats the already familiar motive. After a little
while, a plastic donation basket is handed over. A coin toss, here and
there a banknote with the image of St. Ivan Rilski. Hazerbasanov later
explained that the Christians are required to give 10% of their income
and that this has been the case since the time of Abraham.

The 4th century saw the introduction of singing by cler-
gy, two choirs and all the congregation. The Eastern Orthodox
Church prefers acapela singing mainly troparions, akathists
and hymns believing that this type of chanting is the Breath of
Orthodox Mass, whose aim and meaning is the prayer. Such is the
tradition of the Greek Orthodox Church of Antioch, developed
by St. Ephrem the Syrian, St. Athanasius the Great, St.
Gregory the Theologian, St. John Chrysostom, St. Romanos the
Melodist (6t century), Sophronios Patriarch von Jerusalem (7t
century), St. Andrew of Crete (8t century).

In the 4% century in Rome, a singing school was opened,
where eminent hymnographs worked (St. Ambrose, 4t century
and St. Augustine, 5% century), under whose quil the most
popular hymn came out We Praise Thee, Our Lord. Pope Gregory



the Great was considered a serious reformer (590-604), who
included in the church singing the so-called Gregorian Singing
and established a round of chants.

The hosts are called upon to maintain the delicate
balance between their own and others; to demonstrate that
common food does not imply a very close relationship (if not
between relatives and friends, at least not between enemies).

form skills for evaluation of religious/cultural
diversity;

develop empathy towards people with different
religious beliefs.

The museum
has its subpage on the website of the Central Sofia Synagogue. It




is well presented in the tourist guides and is part of Sofia’s tourist
routes.

Aims and objectives

be able to conduct observation, take photos and carry
out conversation;

acquire immediate impressions of the structure and
life within a monastic community;

develop their skills for analysis and comparison;
develop empathy for religious difference.

One
group of 15 students.

Duration time - about 90 min. (duration depends on
hosts and the arrangement with them);

Materials: didactic - worksheets.

Fieldwork can also be done at the Yasna Polyana village, Primorsko district, where in
1906-1908 the Bulgarian followers of Leo Tolstoy established their colony. There is
currently a museum dedicated to Tolstoyism in the country. The visit can be combined
with a study of the religious heritage of the village: the chapel of St. St. Constantine and
Helena with a holy spring.

Tolstoyism was brought to Bulgaria from Russia at the beginning of the 20t century as a
system of philosophical, religious, socio-economic, political, legal, moral, aesthetic and
pedagogical ideas, created by Count Leo Tolstoy. Along with the Christianity, it
incorporates ideas from paganism, Buddhism, Islam, and Hinduism. Among the adherents
of Tolstoy stood out intellectuals - teachers, writers, community center activists and others
(Terzieva, M. Tolstoizmat v bulgarskata pedagogicheska teoriya i praktika. Disertatsionen
trud. - Burgas, 2005, pp. 11-13 [Tolstoyism in the Bulgarian Pedagogical Theory and
Practice.

2.2.3. Multimedia Presentation

(1) Making a multimedia presentation

Topic: The Bible translations used by the Christian
denominations in Bulgaria

Problems and context

The seminar is dedicated to the various translations of
the Bible used in the worship of the Christian denominations
in Bulgaria (Orthodox, Catholics and Protestants). Knowledge
of their appearance, purpose and significance is needed to
specify and consolidate students” knowledge on the dogmatic
peculiarities of the various Christian denominations in the
country. In addition, the interactive activities during the
seminar help to acquire several extremely useful skills in the
humanities - for fieldwork, for statistical processing, for
graphical presentation of numerical data, for creating a
multimedia presentation and for its oral presentation.

Aims and objectives

As a result of the seminar, students should:
— gain knowledge on the various translations of the
Bible in Bulgarian conditions;
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form skills for processing statistical data, graphical
presentation of numerical data, creating a multimedia
presentation, its oral presentation and teamwork;
develop empathy for the beliefs of the various
Christian denominations;

meet with the Christians from different communities
in their religious centers after the Sunday liturgy;
conduct fieldwork through a survey.

Target group

3rd

grade students; approximately 20-23-year-old.

Groups of 3 to 5 people (by tutor’s decision).

Logistics

Duration: about 2 academic hours (90 min.); individual
student’s work - about 5 hours for conducting the survey and
processing the results; about 2 hours for making presentations;

Materials: didactic - template survey; technical -
computer software Microsoft Office (Excel, Power Point),
carriers (discs, flash memory), multimedia projector and

screen.

Description of the learning technology

at the first seminar the lecturer gives a briefing for the
purposes of the seminar, its course and the tasks of
the participants, the lecturer gives out a sample of the
questionnaire to the students;

at the end of the first seminar the lecturer sets the
following tasks for independent work: students
conduct Collective fieldwork - a survey in the pre-
specified Christian religious centers; the groups
process the received data; the results should be
presented in graphical form (via MS Excel) and
presentations should be made (via MS Power Point);
presentations should contain conclusions;
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— at the second seminar the students orally present their
multimedia presentations;

— students collectively discuss what has been presented
and ask questions;

— the lecturer summarizes his observations and
evaluates the participation of students, giving them
the opportunity for self-assessment.

2.2.4. Term paper, diploma paper and MA thesis

The course work is developed in the penultimate semester.
By design, collection of sources, implementation and layout, it is
identical to the thesis, but with a smaller volume (up to 30
standard pages). It includes a table of contents, an introduction,
at least one chapter, a conclusion, a list of sources used and an
appendix (optional). The presented text must be distinguished by
internal logic, meaningful presentation, clearly formulated and
achieved goals, citation in the text.

The thesis is a written text, which usually ends with
awarding a BA degree. The structure of the thesis must be
consistent with the topic, the subject and the subject-matter
and its desired volume is 50-80 standard printed pages.

The training in the MA degree ends with the defense of
an MA thesis. In it, along with the listed requirements for
theses, it is necessary to have an element of the graduate’s own
research. The MA thesis has a volume of 80-120 standard
printed pages.

Problems and context

The seminar Methods for Research and Socialization of the
Religious Cultural Heritage in Higher Education is part of a research
project with the participation of students and doctoral students.
It is combined with the opening of an exhibition of photographs
taken by students during collective fieldwork. Experts in
religious cultural heritage can be invited to participate in the
seminar, topical projects and papers of Ph.D. students, MA and
BA students can be presented, good practices in fieldwork can be
exchanged, presentations can be given to students. It is possible
to hold a discussion about the possibilities of higher education to
socialize and initiate the protection of the religious cultural
heritage in the country.

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Conclusion

The present book has been dictated by the needs of
higher secular education in Bulgaria. In secular education, the
relevant law does not allow religious propaganda and
education, although this hinders the quality and full education
of students in a number of humanities and social sciences.

The still existing fear of religion in the Bulgarian secular
universities can be explained by the difficult-to-recover harm
of the atheistic communist propaganda and the stable anti-
religious reflex of two generations of Bulgarians, with the
growing secularization process in the Postmodern era, which
is erased in the consciousness of the university administrators
the differences between knowledge about and knowledge of
religion, and with the resistance of the Bulgarian higher
education to come out of the totalitarian matrix to be
renovated with modern teaching methods.

The academic community abroad, even in secular countries
like France, has long realized that secular higher education needs
knowledge of religion(s) to form the basis of an in-depth and
creative study of science such as Philosophy, Psychology, Ethics,
Sociology, Anthropology, Ethnology, History, Cultural Studies,
Demography, etc. In fact, in today’s Bulgaria, such training, along
with the above, would fill the absolute vacuum of religious literacy
of high school graduates.

The established teaching methods of Religion in foreign
secular universities presupposes: their integrative inclusion in the
curricula of BA and MA degrees; development of educational
(blocks of) disciplines to be developed diffusely, integratively
and upgradingly; the creation of a complex of educational
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resources (textbooks and manuals on paper and electronic media,
websites, electronic portals and platforms; outsourced places for
extracurricular training).

Following these theoretical formulations and best
practices, we have tried to summarize our previous
educational and methodological activities in a comprehensive
conceptual and technological model of education. We put
several accents in it.

Above all, we give priority to innovative methods, which in
our opinion contribute to the formation of knowledgeable, thinking,
seeking solutions, competent and information-literate professionals.
We are looking for innovation in: the development of lectures by
guest experts, the inclusion of ICT in the illustration of classical
lectures, their delivery in an outside the classroom. Innovative is the
enrichment of the classic seminar with didactic tasks and role-
playing games and by playing simulations. Especially valuable is
the inclusion of fieldwork, teaching practice and project activities
within the traditional workshop. In our monograph we develop in
detail innovative methods to complement the classical consultation
- by including new ICT, the colloquium - by using multimedia
presentations, role plays and surveys, as well as the theoretical and
practical conference - by conducting seminars and round tables,
topical photo exhibitions and publishing of student works on
electronic media.

Secondly, we place emphasis on non-denominational
education, which does not indoctrinate students, but gives
them a rational view of religious issues.

Third, we emphasize the practical orientation of training.
Only in this way, in our opinion, can abstract knowledge
contribute to social development without repeating the
unfortunate experience of medieval scholasticism.

Fourth, we stick to modeling, i.e. we present empirically
tested and time-tested models that can be adapted and
upgraded in other universities and under different conditions.

Lastly, we adhere to the principle of learning with
pleasure, which is particularly suitable for the training of



today’s generation of young people.

Confirmation that the educational model developed by
us has good results is the measurement at the initial level of a
sample of 30 students in their 1st to 34 grades of full-time and
part-time education, done in 20136,

The respondents are mainly women (77%). Students were
born in large cities (73.3%) and rarely come from small towns
and villages. Two age groups predominate - the 20-30-year-old,
i.e. those born between 1983-1993 and those who grew up in the
1990s, at a time of value crisis. The questionnaire is a closed type,
contains an introductory part and 7 questions, is provided on
paper and is filled in anonymously by students for 10 minutes. It
is about personal religiosity (presence or not of secular
consciousness), and the place of education in this process.

The summarized results of the survey show that for the
majority of students (60%) religion is important to some extent.
Another 30% believe that it does not play any role in their lives.
66.7% of the respondents believe that it is not the God, but
material factors or other forces that are the basis of world
development. This shows a high degree of secularism in thinking
and ignorance in view of the Christian religion. Our survey
found that 73.3% of students do not pray and do not even know
the essence of prayer, and 33.3% have never participated in
general worship and respectively they do not know the
sacraments of confession and communion. The answers once
again demonstrate that, like most people in Bulgaria, students
define themselves as Orthodox by tradition, but not by their
personal faith. According to the answers in the survey, 70% of
students enter higher education with a minimum amount of
knowledge about religion acquired in the family and high school
(Figure 1). This explains why ideas are reduced to the margins of
religion and why they are so unformed and vague. 20% of
students state that they have no knowledge of religion. Although

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only 10% wrote that they had acquired basic knowledge about
religion at University, 90% of the respondents said that their
training was useful in order to enrich the general culture and
their professional growth (Figure 2).

This model has been created specifically for the needs of
future specialists in Cultural Heritage and has been tested in
practice. It has its bases in the normative regulation of secular
higher education and in the autonomy of higher schools. Its
relevance is unquestionable, given the need to upgrade the
knowledge of secondary education and theoretical statements
to gain practical expression. It is effective because knowledge
of religion increases the motivation of young people and their
spiritual and moral development. The model can also be called
sustainable because it has been upgraded and improved by us,
but not changed in recent years. It is possible that it will
become universal if it is applied in other secular universities as
well.
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Drawing upon the expertise of giants, we believe that
the work offered to the readers’ attention will take its place as
a necessary and timely theoretical work, which transfers
established and working models of learning from abroad to
the Bulgarian academic environment.
